FOREWORD

[t is with thanks and praise to Allah 4g that the Islamic Academy has
the opportunity to present Maulana Sayyed ‘Abdu’l-Hayy al-Hasani’s
“Tahdhib al-Akhlag: A Hadith Guide for Personal and Social Conduct’.
During his lifetime the Maulana collected a selection of ahadith in
small notebooks, but these were not published until after his death
and then thanks to the efforts of his noble son, Sayyed Abul Hasan
Ali Nadwi. Essentially, this collection of ahddith aims to be relevant
to today’s society and world and also act as an introduction to this
scicnee for students in their initial stages of Islamic education.
The task of refining behaviour and purifying the heart occupicd
one of the main objectives of the Prophet Muhammad’s mission.
Wisdom manifests itself in good character and in good manners,
and the Qur’an itself uses the term ‘wisdom’ to denote these traits.
As 1s stated 1n one hadith: “1f there is no good character there is no
wisdom. If there is no wisdom there is no good character.” In
attaining good character and wisdom, disciplining of the lower
self 1s an essential ingredient, just as purifying onc’s heart. As the
Prophet 2 said: “I was only sent to perfect good character.”
Indeed there is no better exemplar of morality and good
manners than the Prophet &, and his reported sayings and
practices are but a guiding light for all Muslims: “Actions are
only according to intentions. And everyone obtains what he
intends.” To follow the [iadith is to discipline oneself, to free
oneself of affectation, vice, blameworthy attributes and
deceptions; in short, to rid oneself of base characteristics and
destructive habits. To practice what 1s learned from the fadith is
to achieve good manners and good character, to refine behaviour
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and purify the heart: “Allah does not look at your bodies or
your forms; He looks at your hearts.” Only through the cultivation
of such qualities can wisdom be expressed.

Tahdhib al-Akhlag is divided into forty-five chapters; each chapter
deals with the fadith of various Traditionalists on 1ssucs ranging
from tawhid, to earning a living, the treatment of animals, of
neighbours, of one’s family, modesty, tagiva and supplication. Most
chapters arc preceded by relevant ayats from the Qur'an and these
reveal how the hadith mirror Qur’anic teachings; “Anyone who
introduces an innovadon in this affair of ours which is not part of it,
it will be rejected.” All in all the Maulana’s collection answers the
most pertinent questions of the day, for example, on respecting one’s
parent, on work, contracts and obligations, moderation in all things
and keeping good company: “Abandon that which gives you doubt
for that which gives you no doubt.” To read these ahadith, to
understand them and put them into practice is to set oneself up,
morally and spiritually, for life. In this way then the aladith become
religious knowledge and prophetic medicine.

Anyone who wishes to scck knowledge of the din will benefit
greatly from Tahdhih al-Akhlag as in this short volume the goals of
the prophetic mission are fulfilled: namely, refining character,
purifying the heart and striving to reach total submission to Allah:
“The greatness of the reward is from the greatness of the trial. When
Allah, Exalted is He, loves a person, He tests them.” In this respect,
these ahadith aid the cleansing of the outward and the inward and
serve to guide people on the path of salvation.

I would like to thank sister Aisha Bewley, brother Yacub Johnson,
Abu Mustafa, Sarah Moore, my daughter Su®ad and all those who
have participated in the production of this volume. May Allah reward
all of them and accept this work from us and make it a source of
guidance for Muslims the world over.

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INTRODUCTION

Praise belongs to Allah, the Lord of the worlds, and peace be
upon the noblest of the Messengers and the Seal of the Prophets,
Muhammad, the pure, the good, the truthful and trustworthy,
and upon his family and his excellent Companions, and those
who follow them in doing good until the Day of Repayment.

Allah Most High has mentioncd the main goals of the mission
of Muhammad ##¢#, and its principal benefits in the same manner
in cach of four verses of the Wise Qur’an. He 4€ mentions the
supplication of His intimate friend Ibrahim, peace be upon him,
the ancestor of the Prophet #%}, the founder of the naturally
monotheistic (franif) religion, and the one at whose hand the
construction of the House was completed: “Our Lord! Send

amoungst them a Messenger of their own who shall relicarse Thy Signs to
them and instruct them in Seripture and Wisdom, and purify them. For
Thou art the Exalted in Might, the Wise.” (2: 129) He %€ mentions
these goals and benefits in the same way in a display of His
generosity and a reminder of His blessings, saying: “A similar
(favour have ye already received) in that We have sent among you a
Messenger of your own, rehearsing to you Our Signs, and purifying
you, and instructing you in Scripture and Wisdowm, and reaching you
what you did not know. Then do ye remember Me; I will remember you.
Be grateful to Me and reject not faith.” (2: 151—152) He %€ mentions
them 1n this same fashion when He %% talks of the vastness of
His blessing on the community in which He 4 sent the
Messenger, and His great gencrosity to them, saying: “Allah did
confer a great favour on the believers when He sent among them a
Messenger from among themselves, rehearsing unto them the Signs of

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Allah, purifying them, and instructing them in Scripture and Wisdom, even
though before that, they had been in manifest error.” (3: 164)

He 4 also mentions these goals and benefits collectively in
Sarah al-Jumu‘ah, where He 4 talks of the Arabs who were
first to have the good fortune of this Prophetic mission, and
amongst whom its blessed and pleasing effects appearcd; how
they were followed then by the non-Arabs so that the whole
world experienced this good fortune; and how this mission will
remain through the ages “A goodly tree, whose root is firmly fixed,
and its branches (reach) to the heavens. It brings forth its fruit at all
times, by the leave of its Lord.” (14: 24—25) 'This noble verse
cncompasses the beginning of this blessing, its expansion and
spread, and its transmission from one land to another, onc
generation to another, and one age to another. It mentions the
everlasting and abiding nature of the blessing in that the bounty
of Allah 4 has no end and no limitation. Every age and every
generation receives its share of it, “A gift without end”. (11: 108)
With this addition and expression of favour, these verses
complete the previous ones in His saying: “It is He Who has sent
amongst the Unlettered a messenger from among themselves, to rehearse
to them His Signs, to purify them, and rto instruct them in Scripture
and Wisdont — although they had been, before, in manifest error; as well
as (to confer all these benefits upon) others of them, who have not already
Joined them. And He is exalted in Might, Wise. Such is the Bowuty of
Allah, which He bestows on whom He will, and Allah is the Lord of the
highest bounty.” (62: 2—4)

Thus the recitation and teaching of the Book, the tcaching of
wisdom and the purification of the hcart arc among the primary
goals of the mission. They are the four pillars of the Call to
Allah 4 and the way in which the reforming and educative
miracle of this Prophethood is most completely expressed.
Everything else besides this, in terms of legal codification and
legislation, legal rulings and details of law, and governance and
fighting in the path of Allah %, are consequences and results of
these goals, inherent in them and fulfilling them. So it is clear
that the task of refining behaviour and puritying the heart
occupies a significant position in the sphere of the Prophetic

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call and is among the main objectives of the mission of
Muhammad ##¢. The Qur’an indicates that good character and
the good manners of Islam are among the most important ways
in which wisdom manifests itself. Indeed the Qur’an often uses
the term “wisdom” for these good traits of character and
nanners.

In Sirah al-Isra’, Allah 4 mentions His fundamental ethical
teachings in His words, “Thy Lord hath decreed that ye worship
none but Him, and that ye be kind to parents. Whether one or both of
them attain old age in thy life, say not to them a word of contempt, nor
repel them, but address them in terms of honour. And, out of kindness,
lower to them the wing of humility, and say: ‘My Lord! bestow on them
Thy Mercy cven as they cherished me in childliood.” Yonr Lord knoweth
best what is in your hearts: if ye do deeds of righteousness, verily He is
Most Forgiving to those who turn to Him again and again (in true
penitence). And render to the kindred their due rights, as falso) to those
in want, and to the wayfarer: But squander not (your wealth) in the
manser of a spendthrift. Verily spendthrifts are brothers of Satans. And
Satan is to his Lord (Himself) ungrateful. And eves if thou hast to turn
away from them in pursuit of the Mercy from thy Lord which thou dost
expect, yet speak to them a word of casy kindness. Make not thy hand
tied (like a niggard’s) to thy neck, nor stretch it forth to its wtmost reach,
so that thou beconie blameworthy and destitute. Verily thy Lord doth
provide sustenance it abundance for whom He pleaseth, and siraiten it;
for He doth know and regard all His servants. Kill not your children for
fear of want: We shall provide sustenance for then as well as for you:
verily the killing of them is a great sin. Nor come nigh to adultery: for it
is an indecent (deed) and an evil way. Nor take life — which Allah has
made sacred — except for just cause. And if anyone is slain wrongfully,
We have given his heir authority (to demand Qisas or to forgive): but
let hint not exceed bounds in the matter of taking life, for he is helped
(by the Law). Conie not nigh to the orphan’s property except to finprove
it, until he attains the age of full strength, and fulfil (cvery) cugagement,
Sfor every engagenient will be enquived fnto (on the Day of Reckoning).
Give full measure when ye wmeasure, and weigh with a balance that is
straight: that is better and fairer in the final detcrmination. And pursie
not that of wihich thou hast no knowledge; for surely the hearing, the
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sight, the heart, all of those shall be questioned about that. Nor walk on
the earth with insolence: for thou canst not rend the carth asunder, nor
reach the mountains in height. Of all such things the evil is hareful in
the sight of thy Lord.” (17: 23—38)

These sixteen verses contain the prohibition of shirk; the
command to be good to parents and behave humbly towards
them, and to give to relatives, the poor and travellers, and speak
kindly to them; the prohibition of squandering wealth, of excessive
generosity or meanness, of killing children, of fornication, of killing
anyone without a legal right, of exceeding the limits in retaliation,
and of consuming an orphan’s property except by legal right; the
command to fulfil contracts, and to give full weight and measure;
and the prohibition of arrogance and insolence. After concluding
these ethical teachings, which form a common ground on which
all religions and communities meet, as do the natural upright
disposition of humanity, and all sound intellects, Allah ¢ completes
them with His words, “These are among the (precepts of) wisdom, which
thy Lord has revealed to thee.” (17: 39)

That is also the way of the Qur'an in Sirah Lugmin, except that
in Srrah al-Isri’ the mention of wisdom comes at the end of the
subject, while in Sirahh Lugman it comes at the beginning. Before
talking of Lugman’s ethical teachings, in terms of the prohibition
of shirk; recognition of the honour accorded to parents, and
obedience to them in what is acceptable; following the path of those
who have turned wholly to Allah; fear of Allah ¥ in every matter,
whether small or large; establishing prayer; enjoining good and
forbidding evil; patience in the face of misfortune; not looking down
on people, nor being conceited and arrogant; the instruction to
adopt a middle course in all matters — to be moderate in pace when
walking and not to raise the voice (all of which can be found in His
words from “Beliold, Lugman said to his son by way of instruction: ‘O
my son! Join not in worship (others) with Allah: for false worship is indeed
the highest wrong-doing”” up to “And be mederate in thy pace, and lower
thy voice; for the harshest of sounds without doubi is the braying of the
ass.” (31: 13—19)) — before talking of that, Allah opens the subject by
saying, “We bestowed wisdow on Lugman: ‘Show (thy) gratitude to Allah.”
And whoever is grateful does so to ihe profit of his own soul: but if any is
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ungrateful, verily Allah is free of all wants, worthy of all praise.” (31:
12) Thus He % indicates that everything that Lugman uttered,
and the ethical instruction and wise counsel that emerged from
him, flowed solely trom this wisdom with which Allah 4 had
honoured Lugmain, and with which He 4 singled him out from
among his contemporartes: its merit derived from this divine
gift and the ourstanding moral behaviour that was his natural
disposition, and which he took on and was given success in
maintaining. For that reason, in the text of this verse, after
mentioning the bestowal of this wisdom, He 45 says, “‘Show
(thy) gratitude to Allah.” And whoever is grateful does so to the profit of
his own soul: but if any is ungrateful, verily Allah is free of all wants,
worthy of all praise.”

Thus the word “wisdom™ appears in the course of discussing
good character and pleasing and noble qualities, such as:
spending one’s wealth in the way of Allah 45, then not following
it up with reminders of one’s generosity or words and actions
that injure (those who receive the charity); the exhortation to
speak kindly and forgive, and to beware of hypocrisy (in
performing good actions only for the sake of being seen to do
s0) and of disbelief in Allah 45; the fear of charity being in vain
and good deeds being brought to nothing (by wrong intention
or disbcelief); putting the self right and keeping it thus; giving
from the best of one’s wealth and not singling out the worst of it
{to be given in charity); the prohibition of excessive fear of
poverty and of abandoning oneself to Satan. For example, read
the words of Allah 4 Most High from “The parable of those who
spend their substance in the way of Allah” until “The Evil One threatens
you with poverty and bids you to conduct unseemly. Allah promiseth
you His forgiveness and bounties. And Allah careth for all and He knoweth
all things.” (2: 261—268), all of which He¢ 4 concludes with the
words, “He grauteth wisdom to whom He pleaseth; and he to whom
wisdom is granted recetveth indeed a benefit overflowing; but none will
grasp the Message bur men of understanding.” (2: 269)

All of this shows that, in the usage of the Qur’an, wisdom has
a profound and unbreakable connection to good character.. If
there is no good character there is no wisdom. If there is no
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wisdom there is no good character. Once that is established,
then the teaching of good character, the disciplining of the lower
sclf, and the purification of the heart (none of which is complete
without the correcting of beliefs, purification from the
impuritics 3f shirk and ignorance, and taking on sound
knowledge) are seen to occupy a significant position in the task
of prophethood, and form an important goal among the
principal aims of the prophetic mission, and all fall under the
heading of teaching wisdom, and purification.

The Prophet 42
mission in a single definitive phrase, when he said: “I was only
sent to perfect good character.”” (Muwatta’y At the same time he
was the most perfect example of this objective and the best model
to be followed to achieve it. The Qur’an says, “And thou (standest)
on an exalted standard of character.” (68: 4), and when ‘Avishah &
was asked about the character of the Prophet ¢t she said, “His
character was the Qur’an.” (Muslim) That is why Allah calls on
mankind to follow him and to take him as a perfect and enduring
model, when He % says: “Ye have indeed in the Messeuger of Allah
a beautiful pattern (of conduct) for any one whose hope is in Allah and
the Final Day, and whe engages much in the remembrance of Allah,”
(33: 21) and He 4 says, “Say: ‘If ye do love Allah, follow me: Allah
will love you and forgive you your sins. For Allah is Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.”” (3: 31)

This wisdom and purification were among the greatest fruits
of being in the company of the Prophet ##}. So under his care a
generation grew up who were adorned with the best possible
and noblest qualitics of character and who were free of basc
characteristics, destructive habits, blameworthy qualities,

mentioned this sublime Oth‘LthC of his

destructive aspects of the self, remnants of the days of ignorance,
and the deceptions of Satan. The Qur’an testifies to the
uprightness of their hearts, their righteousness, and their
achieving the pinnacle of refinement of character and purification
of the self. It says: “And know that among you is Allah'’s Messenger.
Were he, in many matters, to _follow your (wishes), ye wonld certainly
fall into misfortune. Bur Allah has endeared the Faith to you, and has
made it beautiful in your hearts, and He has made hateful to you unbelicf,

wickeduess, and rebellion. Such indeed are those who walk in
righteousness — a grace and favour from Allah, and Allal is full of
Knowledge and Wisdom.” (49: 7-8)

The Messenger of Allah 8¢ testified on their behalf when he
said, “The best of mankind are my gencration.” (Bukhart), and in
another narration, “The best of my community is my generation.”
(Bukharl) One of their companions (‘Abdullah ibn Mas‘ad -&)
testified on their behalf with a succinct far-reaching statement when
he said of them that they were “the people with the most pious
hearts and the deepest knowledge, and they were the least in
affectation.” One of their enemies even testified for them by saying,
“They are horsemen by day and monks by night. They only take
food from those under their protection if they pay for it and they
only enter with peace. They follow those they fight until they catch
up with them.” Another said, “They stand in prayer by night and
fast by day. They fulfil their covenants and enjoin the right and
forbid the wrong and insist on justice from one another.”

History resounds with reports of their noble character and
virtuous actions, and there are countless stories about their good
habits and noble qualities, their intense fear of Allah 45, their making
do with little of this world, their preferring the Next World over
this world, their preferring others to themselves even when they
had more right, their conveying trusts to their owners, their testifying
to the truth even to their own detriment, or that of their parents or
their relatives, their establishing other’s rights as opposed to their
own, their supporting the 'Iruth, their anger for the sake of Allah 45
and ITis Messenger 448§, their love and hate for the sake of Allah 45,
their mercy for all created beings and for the weak, their willingness
to share what they had and the high degree to which they established
equality of rights, their adherence to truth and justice i every
situation, their moderation and temperateness in evervthing, and
so many other noble traits and beautiful qualities which it is unusual
to find concentrated in one individual or even one generation.

All these things have been conveyed to us by multiple paths of
transmission and arc conceded to be true by both Muslims and
non-Muslims and all of them derive directly from the teaching of
the Prophet ¢%* and the purification cxtolled by the Qur'an and

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mentioned frequently as one of the objectives and benefits of the
prophetic mission. The Companions, may Allah be pleased with
them all, are nothing more than the ripe crop of Islam, the planted
seedlings of prophethood, the products of the prophetic teaching
and of the Muhammadan purification process. And their reality is
expressed in the popular verses:

Handicrafts whose craftsman excelled, so they too excelled
And seedlings whose planter was pleasing so they
became pleasing too

We were like arrows when they hit their targets,

So 100 had the archer who let them fly.

When this companionship ended and the Messenger ### joined
the Highest Companion % — as is the inevitable custom of Allah %€
with His creation — the recorded words of the Prophet took the
place of his company, if anything could possibly take his place, and
filled the void which opened up in the life of the Muslims, taking
up, in as far as such a thing is possible, the task of refinement and
instruction he had undertaken while he was alive. That was the
most important subject, and the greatest aim and mission of this
elevated science, knowledge of the recorded words and deeds of the
Prophet €45, With this knowledge, those who engaged in it renewed
their belief, revived their hearts, and purified their souls, putting
straight what was crooked 1n them, rectifying what was corrupt, and
healing what was sick. This science was in itself religious knowledge
and prophetic medicine. It was figh and “wisdom”. It was the master
and teacher, the educator and instructor all at the same time, in
addition to which they needed no other knowledge to cultivate their
intellects, to rectify their moral character, to gain understanding of
the din, and to reach the highest ranks of ifisan and certainty.

However, over the passage of time, due to the effect of natural,
social and legislative factors, the knowledge of hadith began to be
confined to the science of alikam (legal rulings). Also the ahadith
form one of the bases of Islamic Jurisprudence (usitl al-figh) and
one of the main sources of Islamic law, and Islamic society had
naturally and understandably turned its attention to the elaboration

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of detail in jurisprudence and to the deduction of judicial principles,
both out of necessity and because of the emergence of disagreements
between the opinions of the Fugaha’, and the appearance of schools
of Islamic Jurisprudence. As a result, the legalistic and argumentative
aspects gained ascendancy over the educational and moral factors in
recording the hadith, in its teaching and commentary, and in all
rclated fields. Moreover, these aspects became the overwhelming
concern of hadith scholars, the theme closest to the hearts of its
teachers and authors, and their watchword, around which their study
revolved, in which they vied for glory and competed with one
another, and for the sake of which they expended all their efforts.
Indeed, that too was a natural and understandable development
dictated by the nature of their situation, differing times, and the
logic of necessity. This is why many of those who sought the levels
of ihsan (excellence) and yagin (certainty), and were concerned with
the refinement of their character and the purification of their souls
sought refuge in a different knowledge (such as tasawwuf) and with
different men in order to quench their thirst, to fill their hearts, and
to satisfy a need in their souls.

However, many great hadith scholars fele the need of all Muslims,
and particularly the seekers of knowledge of the din and its inner
reality, for a reliable collection of ahddith of the Prophet €#) whose
subject matter was confined to the refinement of moral character,
the purification of the heart, the acquisition of virtues and elimination
of vices, the attainment of the levels of ihsdn and yaqin, and entry
into the ranks of the absolutely sincere and truthful. To this end,
they wrote books both small and large, both famous and unknown.
Three among them are well-known and achieved considerable
acceptance, and the scholars of this discipline, both ancient and
modern, have devoted their attention to them. One of them is the
book al-Adab al-Mufrad, by the accepted leader in the field of hadith,
Imim Muhammad ibn Isma‘1l al-Bukhari (194—256 AH), the author
of the famous Sahih Collection al-Jami‘ as-Sahih. T'he sccond is the
book at-"targhib wa’t-Tarhib, by the great Hafiz Zakiyyu'd-din *Abdu’l-
‘Azim ibn ‘Abdi’l-Qawi, AbG Muhammad al-MundhirT ad-
Dimashqi (s81—-656 AH). The third is the Riyad as-Salihin min Kalami
Sayyid al-Mursalin, by Imam Abl Zakariyyd Muhyiddin Yahyd an-
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Nawawi (631-676 AH), the author of the commentary on the Salih
of Muslim, and of other great books about hadith and the men who
transmitted them.

Al-Adab al-Mufrad, as its name indicates, deals with behaviour
and morals. Tt has not obtained the renown and attention befitting
the illustriousness of its author and has not been selected as teaching
material. It has not been accorded the appropriate level of concern,
to such an extent that it was not made available in printed form till
relatively recently.

At-Targhib wa't-Tarhib by al-Mundhiri, is a Jarge and compendious
collection which, despite its illustriousness, is not useful in the initial
stages of study of the noble hadith. It contains every type of hadith,
its author, may Allah 4§ give him an ample reward, having not
confined himself only to sound and accepted hadith or to the ahadith
of the six authentic collections.

As for the Riyad as-Salihin, though it has begun to be accepted,
like most of the books of Imam an-Nawawi, the interest shown in
it is of comparatively recent origin. It has now been republished
several times and made part of the curriculum in many religious
schools, and most people active in the sphere of da‘wah, retorm,
and education give it their attention. It has lately become very
widespread but it is quite Jarge and of a high standard in relation to
the capacitics of most young students in religious schools.’

In the light of this, many educators and people dealing with the
correct upbringing of voung people in general, and of those studying
in religious schools in particular, have become aware of the need for
a small book, not burdensome, and written in a simple style, in which
the author confines himself to the important questions of behaviour
and extracts from the great treasury of the Qur'an, Swanah and the
collections of [adith whatever is needed most, can easily be acted
upon, and is most universal in benefit. It should provide a sound

foundation and be an illuminating lamp for young students. It should
act as a guide for them in their lives and encourage them to obedience
and good actions, and warn them against depravity and blameworthy
characteristics. It should help them to prepare their hearts and their
understanding for the approach to this pure source and partaking of
its abundant waters. It should also serve as an introduction to the
books which they will study later in this field.

Because of my close relationship with him and my
preoccupation with his scholarly works, I knew that my father,
Maulana ‘Abdu’l-Hayy al-Hasani, had composed a small book on
this subject entitled Talkhis al-Akhbar, for which he had written a
commentary spanning several notebooks, entitled Muntaha’l-Afkar
i Shark lalkhis al-Akhbar. 1 knew of his immense love for the hadith
of the Prophet 44
Imams of cthis science, his distinction among his contemporaries
in this science, and his high rank in it. However, 1 was engaged in
publishing his books about history and biographies, like Nuzharn’l-
Khawatir, ath-Thagafah al-Islamiyyah fi’l-Hind, and al-Hind fi’l-‘Ahd
al-Islami and this distracted me from paying attention to this book
and making it available to people.

When 1 perceived the desire of some cducators and patrons of
religious schools for an intermediate book on this subject which
would be casy to teach, | became interested in this book of my
father and dug it out from among his books and manuscripts. I read
it with careful attention and consideration and found it to be a
valuable book, in spite of its small size, in which the author had
confined himself to sound ahadith from the six authentic collections,
predominantly from the collections of al-BukharT and Muslim. It
shows the excellence of the author’s choice, as is the case 1n all his
books, the soundness of his taste, his open-mindedness in selection
of fiadith and n giving preference to some hadith over others, and
his avoidance of being partisan.
